REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
June 1, 2015

 	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held June 1, 2015  at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Hippen and Council members Berthold, Sporbert, Parton and Wilson were present.  City Administrator was absent.  City Auditor, Public Works, Plant Services Technician, and City Engineer were all present.

	 The Council approved the Minutes of the regular meeting of  May 4, 2015 and the special meeting of May 18, 2015 with a motion from Council member Berthold.  Council member Parton seconded the motion.  Motion passed. 

	The Council approved the financial reports with a motion from Council member Parton.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  	
	The Council approved the payment of bills totaling $51,963.59 with a motion by Council member Sporbert.  Council member Parton seconded the motion.  Motion passed.   
	Next regular meeting will be held on Monday,  July 13, 2015 at 7:00 p.m..

	Myron Knutson was present at the meeting explaining to the council and mayor that the interest rate for the bond issuance of the 2015-1 Paving Project was at a very good rate and presented the resolution for authorizing the bond sale.

	Mayor Hippen read the title page of the Resolution as follows:  

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $570,000 REFUNDING IMPROVEMENT BONDS, SERIES 2015, PRESCRIBING THE TERMS AND COVENANTS THEREOF, AND CREATING A FUND FOR THE PAYMENT THEREOF

	The motion for the adoption of the foregoing resolution was duly made by Council member Parton, seconded by Council member Wilson, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor: four (4); the following voted against the same: zero (0); and the following were absent: zero (0); whereupon the resolution was declared duly passed and adopted and was signed by the Mayor and attested by the City Auditor.

	The full resolution can be viewed in the City Auditor's office.

	Mickey Munson informed the council of the Thompson Days Celebration coming up on July 10, 11 and 12, 2015.

	Council member Berthold made a motion that the Thompson Days Committee was to be  covered under the City's Insurance.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Mayor Hippen read the first reading of the following resolution:

RESOLUTION

	BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Thompson, State of North Dakota, that Article 2 of Chapter 14 of the Ordinances of the City of Thompson be revised by amending Section 14.0201 as follows:

14.0201  Application for

	Application for sewer service shall be filed with the City Auditor upon a form to be supplied by the City.  The application shall state the name of the applicant and the premises to be served.  All applications shall be accompanied by a fee payable to the City for a connection charge to be determined as set forth in Section 14.0202 hereinbelow.

	Council member Sporbert made a motion to accept the first reading of the amendment to Article 2 of Chapter 14 Section 14.0201 as read.  Council member Parton seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Mayor Hippen read the first reading of the following resolution:

RESOLUTION

	BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Thompson, State of North Dakota, that Article 3 of Chapter 17 of the Ordinances of the City of Thompson be revised by amending Section 17.0306(4) as follows:

17.0306  Accessory uses in Residential Districts

	The following accessory uses and buildings are permitted in residential districts:

	1.	Offices of professional persons and home occupations when such use does
		not exceed one-third (1/3) of the main floor space of the dwelling, and is 				conducted in the principal building and not in an accessory building, and 
		does not employ any persons not residing on the premises.

	2.	Private garages.

	3.	Any other accessory use customarily incident to a use authorized in a 
		residential district.

	4.	Any unattached garage or other accessory building must be located not
		closer than five (5) feet from the back property line, alley or easement line
		 and five (5) feet from the side lot line, measured from the vertical wall of 
		the building to the side lot line.

	Council member Parton made a motion to accept the first reading of the amendment of Article 3 of Chapter 17 Section 17.0306 as read.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Neil Danner from Fourth & Pacific, LLC. presented to the council the upcoming changes to the state law for allowing minors in the bar for meals as of August 1, 2015.  A bar must have an existing grille, and the city must have had a population of less than 1500 people in the most recent census.  He would like to apply for the additional license to allow minors to be in the bar for meals or emergency situations according to state law.

	Mayor Hippen read the resolution as follows:

RESOLUTION

	WHEREAS, the sale of alcohol and beer is permitted in the bar owned by Fourth & Pacific, LLC, and known as Brewskis, pursuant to the license issued by the City of Thompson, License No. 2014+3; and 

	WHEREAS,  North Dakota Century Code provides for individuals under twenty-one years of age to enter and remain on a licensed premises where alcohol is being sold or displayed if certain criteria set forth in 5-02-06(2) are met; and

	WHEREAS, Fourth & Pacific, LLC has made an application to receive permission from the City of Thompson to allow said individuals to be on the premises pursuant to said statute.

	NOW, THEREFORE, the City of Thompson does hereby authorize and issue permission to Fourth & Pacific, LLC, a/k/a Brewskis, allowing the following:

	That an individual under the age of twenty-one years may enter and remain on the 	licensed premises while alcohol is being served at the discretion of the owner of the 	licensed premises providing that:

	1.	The individual who is under age is also accompanied by a parent or guardian who 			is twenty-one years of age or older.  For purposes of this section, "guardian" 			means an individual who has the legal responsibility for the health and well-being 		of the individual under twenty-one years of age;

	2.	The individual who is on the premises to consume a meal or in an emergency 			situation;

	3.	The premises serves at a tabletop food that is prepared in a kitchen in a bar that 			normally serves food;

	4.	The individual is not allowed to be on the premises after 10:00 p.m. on any day of 		the week;

	5.	The owner of the licensed premises has paid the sum of $25.00 for this 				application which shall be granted for a period of one (1) year commencing 			immediately through the 1st day of June of  2016, when an application for said 			license shall be required, together with a payment of an additional $25.00.

	 The motion for the adoption of the foregoing resolution for the first reading was duly made by Council  member Berthold, seconded by Council member Parton, and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor: four (4); the following voted against the same: zero (0); and the following were absent: zero (0); whereupon the resolution was declared duly passed and adopted and was signed by the Mayor and attested by the City Auditor.

	The city engineer told the council that the 8th street ditch project was ready to be started. 

	Council member Parton made a motion to direct the city engineer to advertise for bids to slurry seal all paved streets except the streets being paved in 2015.  Council member Berthold seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The Paving Project 2015-1 is delayed until mid July, 2015. 

	Jeremy reported there is no funding available for a light being installed on the corner of Highway 81 and State highway #15  for the next few years.

	Mayor Hippen reported there were 26 applicants and 7 interviews conducted for the police officer position.  The committee consisted of Mayor Hippen, Council member Berthold and Council member Sporbert.  The city judge Gayle Bergeron sat in on some of the interviews.
The committee offered the job to Jeff Osvold.  Mr. Osvold did accept the position with a starting date of June 15, 2015.

	Jeremy stated that the mosquito trap is in place and mosquito spraying would be starting soon.
	Jeremy informed the council the magnesium chloride for the dust control would be sprayed on the gravel streets on June 29, 2015 and the alley behind the community center would be included.
	It was suggested by the council to get a hold of Bohlman Trenching to push the concrete at the lagoon into piles so it isn't spread out so far.

	Council member Wilson made a motion to adjourn.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
