	Council member Parton made a motion to accept the second reading of the Resolution regarding driveway widths.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The truck traffic resolution will be rewritten in time for the next meeting.

	Nick Pribula is working on the numbers for the 2015-1 Paving Project.  Once compiled, the next step will be to move forward with the assessment committee process.
