		3.  The bill from Terracon testing Knife River's salvage material twice for $318.00.  Council 				member Wilson made the motion to approve paying Terracon for testing the salvage 				material.  Council member Parton seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

		4.  The engineering bill to Pribula Engineering for services on the 2015-1 Paving Project to date 				for $36,240.00.  Council member Berthold made a motion to pay Pribula Engineering for 				services to date on the 2015-1 Paving Project for $36,240.00.  Council member Parton 				seconded the motion.  Motion passed.
