	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held July 2, 2018 at 7:07 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members, Hughes, Majkrzak, Public works, City Administrator, Chief of Police, and Plant Services Technician were all present.  Council member Fretheim, Larimer, and City Auditor were absent.
Council member Hughes motioned to approve the minutes from the Regular Meeting of June 4, 2018, the Special Meeting of June 20, 2018, and the Organizational Meeting of June 26, 2018.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried. 
	Council member Hughes motioned to approve the financial reports.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.  
	Council member Hughes motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $83,517.11.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	Mayor Sporbert confirmed the next regular meeting will be held on Monday, August 6, 2018 at 7:00 p.m.  “Any Individual requiring special accommodations (i.e., alternative formatting of literature, an interpreter, or help in accessing the facility) should advise the City by contacting the City Auditor, Thompson City Office, Post Office Box 266, Thompson, ND 58278.  Phone: (701) 599-2973.  Requests should be made seven (7) days prior to meeting.” 
	Engineer Pribula presented maps depicting the growth of Thompson from 1958 to present as a means of explaining an optimum growth plan for the future of Thompson.  Mr. Brian Schumacher is requesting to build on a lot that is not yet platted in Johnson’s First Addition.  Engineer Pribula’s recommendation is to not allow the building, as the lots are larger than a typical city lot, the cost of providing city infrastructure would be high, and in his opinion, would limit growth.  
	Gary Welsh, Garon Construction, presented a map indicating the lot in question.  He has spoken with the current land owner.  The land owner indicated that there may be potential growth options in the future, if sewer services were more readily available.  In the meantime, the county standard lot size to allow for septic systems is 2.5 acres.  
	Confirming with the council that they had heard sufficient information, Mayor Sporbert entertained a motion.  Council member Hughes motioned to move forward platting the lot.  Motion was seconded by Council Member Majkrzak.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
Council member Hughes motioned to approve the 2017 Audit by Brady Martz, Assoc.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye. The motion carried.
Council member Hughes motioned to approve the utility rate increase resolution, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
The Public works monthly report was presented.  Public Works Director Aasen indicated that mosquito trap counts have averaged about 7.  Spraying will follow as necessary.
The Police monthly report was presented.  Council member Hughes asked if there have been any issues regarding golf carts.  Chief Kurtz indicated there have been no obvious issues.
Mayor Sporbert tabled the Planning and Zoning Commission Discussion until the full council is present.
City Engineer Pribula reported that they are finishing the report on soil boring near the lagoon.  The city should know soon if the land is suitable to build without a liner.
The low speed vehicle discussion was tabled until the August meeting.  The home rule discussion was also tabled until the August meeting.
	Council member Majkrzak motioned to approve the first reading of the overnight parking resolution, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
The City Council is entertaining the implementation of parallel parking throughout town, specifically on Pacific Ave.  Because the change would most significantly impact property owners along Pacific Ave, the council requested that a letter be sent informing such property owners of the potential change, and invite them to voice their opinion at the August council meeting.
Mayor Sporbert recognized Nicholas Gludt from Moore Engineering.  Nick was present to introduce himself, submit their qualifications, and offer to help fulfill any of the city’s engineering needs.
Michele Schull Reinowski inquired as to the feasibility of the city aiding in the location of property lines/pins.  The city does not provide that service.  It was recommended she use a metal detector to locate the pins.  If that is unsuccessful, the best option would be to hire a qualified surveyor to complete an official survey.
Council member Majkrzak motioned to adjourn.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
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
