3. Service Call provided by ND Sewage Pump & Lift Station Service Co. Inc for $2,100.00 includes:

a. To be on site at the time Control Panels are changed
b. Change floats.
c. Check Rotation on Pump.
d. Start-up of New Control Panel for Warranty Purposes

Council member Fretheim motioned to accept the quote, with the additions, to be installed on Lift Station #3.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.  

	Public Works discussed dust control application.  The council asked that dust control be applied to all gravel streets and alleys.  Application should be applied by the end of June in time for the Thompson Days Celebration.

	The Police Monthly Report was presented.  There was no discussion.

The discussion regarding the policy of utility billing parameters was tabled for the July meeting.

Council member Fretheim discussed the Home Rule proceedings.   He mentioned that the Administrator had talked to a lawyer from Wahpeton, ND who specializes in the Home Rule Process.  First thing that needs to be done is to appoint a Committee of city residents.  Home Rule Charter discussion will continue at future meetings.  
 
Ralph Applegren of Applegren Construction indicated that there was still some interest in developing the South of town.  He will keep the city informed of any plans.  

Mayor Sporbert mentioned the lagoon project is still being considered for next year.  Funding is the main concern, so the city is awaiting the availability Prairie Dog Bill dollars.  He further explained that the City of Thompson is a unique community that doesn’t typically qualify for grants, so a low interest loan may be the only option for this project.
