 	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held July 11, 2016  at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Hippen and Council members Sporbert, Larimer, Hughes and Wilson were present.  City Administrator, Chief of Police, Public Works, Plant Services Technician, and City Engineer were all present.  City Auditor was absent.

	 The Council approved the minutes of the June 6, 2016 regular meeting with a motion from Council member Sporbert.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The Council approved the financial reports with a motion from Council member Hughes.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  
	
	The Council approved the payment of bills totaling $68,333.93 with a motion by Council member Hughes.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Brandon Baumbach from Grand Forks Regional Economic Development Corp. was here to make the city aware of programs available through their Corporation.

	CT Marhula from the Library Committee presented information on the new location of the proposed Grand Forks Library.  He stated that the library would be paid for by sales tax and county mills.  The committee would like to promote a countywide vote that would determine the new location.

	Nick Pribula was present to inform the council that the chip seal would be applied July 20th, depending on weather.  The rock they plan on using will be a smaller chip.  There was discussion of a fog coat.  The preliminary numbers are $15,000 - $20,000 for the entire town.  The fog coat could be done at the time of the seal coat, or at a later time.

	Council member Hughes presented a modified plan of the baseball grandstand.  The new placement of the grandstand would crowd the existing pavement slightly so as not to lose approximately 25 seats. A motion to approve the modified plan was made by Council member Sporbert.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion carried with an "I" from all other members.  Council member Hughes abstained.

	Mayor Hippen asked that it be on the council's radar to install plumbing, electrical and wi-fi into the new shop building.  Jeremy was asked to get bids on all installations.

	Mayor Hippen also mentioned looking into upgrading the heating and cooling systems for the community center.  City Administrator was asked to look into possible grants for funding.  

	Mayor Hippen indicated that there has been some interest in having the recycling picked up more often.  Country Wide Sanitation is looking at possible solutions for the city.

	Gerald Reule was present to discuss the garbage being dumped into the coulee.  He would like a flyer printed up and distributed showing the fine for dumping in the coulee.  Mayor Hippen will include one with her community e-mail.

            Council member Wilson made a motion to adjourn.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
