Council members Wilson and Parton were present via Skype.  City Administrator, Public Works, Plant Services Technician, Police Officer, and City Engineer were all present.  City Auditor was absent.

	 The Council approved the minutes of the regular meeting of  February 1, 2016,  with a motion from Council member Parton. Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The Council approved the financial reports with a motion from Council member Berthold.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  
	
	The Council approved the payment of bills totaling $41,980.65 with a motion by Council member Sporbert.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Thompson School Boosters are looking into building a grand stand behind home plate at the baseball field.  They are requesting that the alley running parallel to the #15 state highway be dedicated as a dead end.  Residents  have concerns regarding future upkeep of the alley.  The council tabled the decision pending more information.

	The upcoming election has two council seats open and the Mayoral seat.  All positions are four year terms.  Election  Date is June 14.
 
	The Special Assessment Commission will have the official assessment numbers for  the 2015-1 Paving Project for council approval at the April meeting.

	Pribula Engineering discussed their concerns regarding the slurry seal option for a seal coat on the paved streets.  After some research they recommended one of two options; chip seal or a micro seal.  Council member Berthold made a motion to have the engineers move forward to obtain bids for chip seal, with micro surfacing alternate.  Council member Parton seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

 	Mayor Hippen read the first reading of the Resolution for the pet leash law.  The Resolution is on file with the city auditor to be read at length.  Council member Berthold made a motion to approve the Leash Law Resolution as read.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The Community Center door renovation was tabled until the next meeting for additional bids and possible funding.

	Mayor Hippen mentioned that Xcel Energy will be coming through town between March 1 and June 30th to update the street lights that are owned by Xcel.

	Officer Osvold presented his monthly report.  He is coordinating a presentation regarding narcotics.  It is scheduled for Tuesday, March 29, 2016 from 6:30 - 8:30 p.m. at the Thompson Community Center.  No High School students, or anyone under 18, will be allowed.  This presentation was generously sponsored by the Thompson Men's Club.
