	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held April 3, 2018 at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members, Larimer, Hughes, Wilson via Skype, were present.  Council member Fretheim was absent.  Public works, Administrator, Auditor, Plant Services Technician, and Police Chief were all present.    

Council member Hughes motioned to approve the minutes from the Public Hearing on March 7, 2018 and the Regular Meeting on March 7, 2018.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

	Council member Wilson motioned to approve the financial reports.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Roll call vote: Larimer – Aye; Hughes – Aye; Wilson – Aye.  Motion carried.

	Council member Larimer motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $182,675.79.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Roll call vote:  Larimer – Aye; Hughes – Aye; Wilson – Aye.  Motion carried.

	Due to publication requirements, the Northdale Oil zoning request and annexation resolutions were tabled until the next meeting.  Jeremy and Betsey Aasen annexation was also tabled.

	The additional lagoon land has been purchased.  The deed has been received.   

	Public works had no news on the new pickup order.  He is waiting for the weather to improve to pick up the street sweeper in Bismarck.

	Council member Hughes motioned to designate Auditor Barb Robinson as the master Admin/Primary Contact on the Intuit account of QuickBooks.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Roll call vote:  Larimer – Aye; Hughes – Aye; Wilson – Aye.  Motion carried.  

	Mark Kuhn, MAK Construction, inquired what the process would be to build a twin home at 314 Morrison Avenue, as it is currently zoned R-1.  Council required a variance signed by all adjoining residences permitting a multi family residence to be built, and rezoned to R-2.  Mayor Sporbert indicated that all ordinances would have to be followed.  He also instructed Mark to continue working with the Building Inspector on how to move forward. 

	Council member Hughes inquired about overnight parking, and beautification/cleanup throughout the city.  Specifically, on Pacific Avenue. The Building Inspector and City Administrator are going to research what enforcement options are available to the city.

	Plant Services, Riedemann requested that the city lot next to the community center be scraped, tilled up, leveled with fresh dirt, and seeded.  The council agreed that it should be done.

	Home Rule discussion was tabled until the May meeting.  Council member Fretheim was gathering more information.
