He is requesting to put a second culvert in the lagoon crossing if there is sufficient room, and also clean the ditch that runs parallel to the tracks and the lagoon.  All work would be completed at Mr. Weber’s expense.  Council member Hughes motioned to approve the request provided any city property is restored to the current state. The Public Works Report was presented.  Council member Larimer asked when the next mosquito spraying is scheduled.  Public Works Director indicated that it will be Wednesday or Thursday, August 7 or 8th depending on weather.  It was further discussed that the city is limited to the amount and frequency of spraying by law.  Trap counts are averaging about 10 pests per/day.

The Utility Billing Parameter Policy is still being researched.  An updated version will be presented when complete.

Council member Fretheim motioned to approve using Mr. Steve Lies, an experience Home Rule attorney, for guidance with the Home Rule process.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.  The council was also tasked with compiling a list of individuals willing to serve on the Charter commission.  The topic will be discussed at the September meeting.

Council member Larimer opened discussion regarding Thompson Days.  He informed the council the first year the event was started under the city.  However, it was to become a volunteer run, self-funded entity of its own from that time forward.  The mayor agreed that it should be separate.  City involvement would be limited to handling special event permits, road closure requests, etc.  For clarification purposes, Council member Fretheim suggested that a special meeting be held with the Thompson Days committee members.  Council member Hughes offered to speak with Sara Munson to establish a date/time.
