CITY OF THOMPSON
REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
AUGUST 6, 2018

	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held August 6, 2018 at 7:00 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members Majkrzak, Hughes, Fretheim, City Administrator, Public Works Director, Chief of Police, Plant Services, and City Engineer were present.  Council member Larimer, and City Auditor were absent.
	Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the minutes from the public hearing, and the regular council meeting of July 2, 2018.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	Council member Hughes motioned to approve the Financial Reports. Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	Council member Hughes motioned to approve the payment of bills.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	Mayor Sporbert confirmed the next regular meeting will be held Tuesday, September 4, 2018 at 7:00 PM.  “Any Individual requiring special accommodations (i.e. alternative formatting of literature, an interpreter, or help in accessing the facility) should advise the City by contacting the City Auditor at PO Box 266, Thompson ND 58278, or by phone at 701-599-2973.  Requests should be made seven (7) days prior to the meeting.”
	Engineer Pribula reported that Lowry Engineering of Fargo ND is representing a developer that may potentially be interested in developing approximately 40 acres North of Eighth Street.  Lowry has indicated they are in the very preliminary stages.  Their goal is to have potential plans prepared for the City Council to review by the September meeting.  It was understood that the parcel of land Mr. Brian Schumacher is building on will be included in their plans for development.
	The Public Works monthly report was presented.  Public Works Director Aasen indicated that the mosquito trap counts were averaging about 7.  Spraying will follow as necessary.
	The Police monthly report was presented.  There was no discussion.
	Council member Hughes motioned to approve the preliminary budget.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  Council member Fretheim questioned the increase of the budget to allow for the hiring of a second police officer.  The initial hope was to share the cost of a second officer with the school.  That individual would serve as a school resource officer 50% of the time.  The school has currently declined.  It was requested that Chief Kurtz obtain the data to support the need for a second officer prior to the September meeting.  Due to reporting deadlines, and the fact that the preliminary budget can be reduced prior to the final budget hearing, all said aye.  The motion carried.
	Council member Fretheim discussed the possibility of creating a brand, or logo for the City.  The council agreed he should move forward by researching funding options, and determining the best approach to proceed.
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Council member Fretheim inquired about street signs that seem unnecessary, are faded, or irrelevant.  He will work with the Public Works Director to coordinate replacement, or removal.  It was also mentioned that there are a couple faded signs by the Fire Hall.  The City will contact the Fire Chief regarding the issue.
	Mayor Sporbert initiated discussion regarding the Fireworks Ordinance; specifically, the dates and times use is allowed.  He would like to see them more in line with the Grand Forks County ordinance.  The topic was tabled until the September meeting.
	City Engineer Pribula reported that Northern Technologies, LLC completed the geotechnical exploration and engineer review on the lagoon land.  The report indicates that a new cell will not require a liner.  Pribula indicated the next step will be to decide when to do the project, and how to pay for it.  He will compile updated project cost figures, including the cost to remove debris that is currently on the building site.
	Per the City Attorney’s opinion, the low speed vehicle/golf cart ordinance will remain as is.  The item will be removed from the agenda.
	Council member Hughes motioned to move forward with the home rule process by contacting the attorney.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	Mayor Sporbert confirmed Ryan Brooks, Deputy City Planner for the City of Grand Forks, will be presenting a Planning and Zoning 101 informational meeting on Wednesday, August 15, 2018, 7:00 PM, at the Community Center.  The Planning and Zoning item was tabled, will remain on the agenda for further discussion.
	Council member Hughes motioned to approve the 2nd reading and adoption of the Overnight Parking resolution as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the 1st reading of the Close to Curb resolution as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Upon roll call vote, Hughes and Fretheim voted aye.  Majkrzak voted nay.  Mayor Sporbert did not vote.  With majority of council voting aye, the motion carried.
	Council member Fretheim motioned to delay the enforcement of parallel parking until the October 1, 2018 meeting.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	Mayor Sporbert mentioned there is an infrastructure bill that is before the legislature.  If passed, Thompson potentially stands to receive approximately $290,000.00 for infrastructure repairs and improvements.
	Mr. Adam Bohlman requested permission to install an approach in the Southwest corner of his lot.  Council member Hughes motioned to approve the installation provided city guidelines, and proper elevation are followed to ensure adequate drainage.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	Council member Fretheim motioned to order a second application of dust control.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	Mark Kuhn of MAK Construction is looking into a potential bike path from Dakota Avenue to the Northdale Oil property.  He is working with the state highway department, and will report his findings to the city.
	Council member Hughes motioned to adjourn.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
