REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
December 3, 2018

	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held December 3, 2018 at 7:00 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members Larimer, Majkrzak, Hughes, City Auditor, City Administrator, Chief of Police, and Public Works were present.  Council member Fretheim and Public Works were absent.
	
Council member Larimer motioned to approve the minutes from the regular council meeting of November 5, 2018, and the special meeting of November 15, 2018.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Larimer motioned to approve the Financial Reports. Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Larimer motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $46,158.80.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Mayor Sporbert confirmed the next regular meeting will be held Monday, January 7, 2019 at 7:00 PM.  “Any Individual requiring special accommodations (i.e. alternative formatting of literature, an interpreter, or help in accessing the facility) should advise the City by contacting the City Auditor at PO Box 266, Thompson ND 58278, or by phone at 701-599-2973.  Requests should be made seven (7) days prior to the meeting.”
	
The Police monthly report was presented.  There was no discussion.

The Public Works monthly report was presented.  There was some discussion as to what product to use for ice on the streets, and why.  City Administrator will confer with Public Works, and report back to the council with the information.

	The Christmas Lighting Contest will be held December 15th.  Prizes will be 1st place - $100, 2nd place - $75, and 3rd place - $50.

	Council member Hughes motioned to advertise the sale of the old pick-up as presented, with the correction/addition of “the seller reserves the right to reject any, and all bids.”  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

	Council member Hughes motioned to approve the Commercial Garbage rate adjustment as presented, starting January 1, 2019.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

	Mayor Sporbert requested that the council consider lot size, infrastructure and assessment options during the planning stages relating to the potential Johnson Subdivision.  Lowry Engineering plans to have more detailed preliminary plans at the January meeting.

Council member Larimer moved to approve second reading, and adoption of the Garbage, Refuse, Rubbish Fees-Payment-Collection resolution as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

The discussion regarding Home Rule was tabled until the January meeting.  

Mayor Sporbert reported that SRF Consulting Group provided a proposal to aid in the planning and zoning process for the city.  The approximate cost would be $20,000 per year.  The council agreed to continue as is, and utilize the free resources available.
