REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
THOMPSON COMMUNITY CENTER – 7:00 PM
January 6, 2020

	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held January 6, 2020 at 7:00 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members Larimer, Hughes, Fretheim, City Auditor, City Administrator, City Engineer, Chief of Police, Public Works and Plant Services were present.  Council member Majkrzak was absent, and Council member Hughes and City Administrator departed at approximately 7:15 PM.
	
Council member Larimer motioned to approve the minutes from the Regular Council Meeting of December 2, 2019, and the Special Meeting of December 11, 2019.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Larimer motioned to approve the Financial Reports. Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Larimer motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $68,406.72.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Mayor Sporbert confirmed the next regular meeting will be held Monday, February 3, 2020 at 7:00 PM.  “Any Individual requiring special accommodations (i.e. alternative formatting of literature, an interpreter, or help in accessing the facility) should advise the City by contacting the City Auditor at PO Box 266, Thompson ND 58278, or by phone at 701-599-2973.  Requests should be made seven (7) days prior to the meeting.”
	
	The City Administrator explained that the City is working with Grand Forks County to consolidate multiple parcels within city limits.  Properties in which a home or business occupy multiple parcels should be combined.  The property owner would then receive one Property Tax Statement.  Values will not be affected by consolidating.  Value is changed when improvements are made to the property or market changes.  Consolidations must be made at the request of the property owner at the County level.  The County establishes the guidelines how and which properties may be consolidated.  The City’s intention is to give residents with multiple parcels 1 year to consolidate their property.  Beginning in 2021, a new Utility Billing Policy will be enacted.  At that time, each parcel will be charged the appropriate city fees which may include, but are not limited to, pest control and street maintenance.  	

	Council member Larimer motion to approve the Joint Powers Agreement with Grand Forks County for the coordination of the City’s general election, along with the County’s primary election.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

	Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the first reading of Resolution 3.0212 Removal of Snow and Ice.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  After much discussion, Council member Fretheim rescinded his motion.  Item was tabled until the February meeting.

	The first reading of Resolution 3.0213 Removal of Snow and Ice by City was tabled until the February meeting.

	The first reading of Resolution 18.0302 Tentative Approval was tabled until the February meeting.

	The second reading of Resolution Division 10 – Tobacco/Vaping Related Offenses was tabled until the February meeting to correct the age requirement from 18 to 21 years old.

	The Police Monthly Report was presented.  There was no discussion.

	The Public Works Monthly Report was presented.  Mayor Sporbert reported he received a positive phone call complimenting Public Works on snow removal with the Bobcat.

	Mayor Sporbert along with Council Member Fretheim would like to set up a meeting with Thompson Farmers CoOp Elevator to touch base about future plans and establish an open line of communication.

	Mayor Sporbert mentioned he would like to purchase either laptops or I-pads for the City Council to use at meetings.  No motion was made.  Council member Fretheim indicated that the projector in the community center is not functioning properly.  He is looking into the cost of replacement.

	Council member Larimer motioned to adjourn.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
