CITY OF THOMPSON
REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
January 7, 2019

	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held January 7, 2019 at 7:00 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members Larimer, Majkrzak, Fretheim, City Auditor, Chief of Police, and Public Works were present.  Council member Hughes and City Administrator were absent.
	
Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the minutes from the regular council meeting of December 3, 2018.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the Financial Reports. Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Majkrzak motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $58,097.45.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Mayor Sporbert confirmed the next regular meeting will be held Monday, February 4, 2019 at 7:00 PM.  “Any Individual requiring special accommodations (i.e. alternative formatting of literature, an interpreter, or help in accessing the facility) should advise the City by contacting the City Auditor at PO Box 266, Thompson ND 58278, or by phone at 701-599-2973.  Requests should be made seven (7) days prior to the meeting.”
	
The Red River Regional Council, the Grand Forks JDA are working with Northdale Oil for possible financing options through the Bank of North Dakota FlexPACE program.  The City of Thompson supports this for any new or existing business that would qualify for Flex PACE assistance.  Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the letter indicating support, and authorizing Mayor Sporbert’s signature.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried. 

The discussion of a Home Rule Charter continued.  The city is determining whether they are eligible for funding through INTERNGF.  INTERNGF is a partnership between Grand Forks Region EDC and UND’s Center for Innovation.  If eligible, potential funds may be used to hire an intern to aide in the Home Rule implementation process.

One sealed bid was submitted for the sale of the old pick up.  The council decided that the bid submitted was too low.  The city will advertise for another bid opening at the Feburary 4, 2019 meeting.  

The Police monthly report was presented.  Officer Kurtz is planning on attending a course on Alice Training in Watertown, SD.  This training will establish him as a certified instructor for school lock-down procedures.

The Public Works monthly report was presented.  There was no discussion.

	Gerald Ruele submitted a complaint form regarding the ice on the streets.  The council suggested that when possible, the slush should be removed, and more frequent and higher volume of sanding should occur.  If that does not improve the situation, they may look at other options such as salt.

	Mayor Sporbert indicated that Lowry Engineering plans to have more detailed preliminary plans at the February meeting.

Mayor Sporbert requested that the council members contact their legislators to inform them of the city’s infrastructure needs; specifically, funds for lagoon expansion.  The goal is to remain on their radar for potential funds being distributed from the “Prairie Dog Fund”.
