REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
THOMPSON COMMUNITY CENTER
JULY 1, 2019

	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held July 1, 2019 at 7:00 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members Majkrzak, Fretheim, Larimer, Hughes via telephone, City Administrator, COP, Public Works, and Plant Services were present. City Auditor was absent.  
	 
Mayor Sporbert called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the minutes from the Regular Meeting of June 3, 2019.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Larimer motioned to approve the Financial Reports. Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Larimer motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $32,099.99.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Mayor Sporbert confirmed the next regular meeting will be held Monday, August 5, 2019 at 7:00 PM.  “Any Individual requiring special accommodations (i.e. alternative formatting of literature, an interpreter, or help in accessing the facility) should advise the City by contacting the City Auditor at PO Box 266, Thompson ND 58278, or by phone at 701-599-2973.  Requests should be made seven (7) days prior to the meeting.” 
 
Mickey Munson representing The Thompson Days Committee requested the use of the back half of the Community Center to provide a teen dance on Friday, July 12.  He indicated that it would be kept separate from the adult activities.  The request was approved.

Neil Danner, Brewski’s, requested permission to host a band/dance outside, but not on public property.  The city will work with their attorney, and Mr. Danner to get the appropriate permits for the event.

Grand Forks County Sheriff Schneider asked about law enforcement coverage during the evening hours of Thompson Days.  He indicated that they provide officers at a contract rate of $40/hour, and would feel comfortable with one officer from 9:00 PM – 3:00 AM on Friday and Saturday.  Council member Larimer motioned to hire one officer, Friday and Saturday, July 12th and 13th, from 9:00 PM – 3:00 AM, at a cost to the city of $480.00.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

  Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the annual audit as presented by Brady Martz & Associates.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the second reading and adoption of resolution 3.0232, Use and Care of Street, Sidewalks and Public Places, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

The Public Works Director spoke with the company that will be making the necessary repairs/updates to Lift Station # 3 approved at the June 3rd meeting.  The city would save approximately $11,000 by making such improvements to all three lift stations at once.  The electrical portion of the project will be billed separately, but completed at the same time.  Council member Hughes motioned to make the improvements to all lift stations at once.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

	The Police Monthly Report was presented.  Council member Hughes confirmed that Chief Kurtz had addressed a complaint of children playing in the street, and not moving for traffic.  Chief Kurtz reported he had spoken to the kids/parents.  There have been no further complaints.

The Public Works Report was presented.  Mayor Sporbert mentioned he, along with Public Works and City Administrator would be meeting with the Bobcat dealer for clarification on the equipment that is being requested.  He will report their findings at the next meeting.

The City Administrator indicated that the Preliminary Budget must be submitted to Grand Forks County by August 10th.  She asked that staff or council members with any information for potential purchases/projects for the 2020 fiscal year, provide that information to her as soon as possible.

The City Administrator was asked to confirm the costs associated with hiring an experienced Home Rule attorney to help guide the city through the process.  Provided the fee is reasonable, the council wishes to pursue that route, and begin the process.

Council member Larimer motioned to adjourn.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
