CITY OF THOMPSON
REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
THOMPSON COMMUNITY CENTER
JULY 6, 2020

	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held July 6, 2020 at 7:00 PM.  Council Members Larimer, Majkrzak, Hughes, Fretheim, City Auditor, City Administrator, City Engineer, Public Works and Plant Services were present.  Mayor Sporbert and the COP were absent.
	
Council President Larimer called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  He confirmed the next regular meeting will be held Monday, August 3, 2020 at 7:00 PM.  “Any Individual requiring special accommodations (i.e. alternative formatting of literature, an interpreter, or help in accessing the facility) should advise the City by contacting the City Auditor at PO Box 266, Thompson ND 58278, or by phone at 701-599-2973.  Requests should be made seven (7) days prior to the meeting.” 

Council member Hughes motioned to approve the minutes from the June 1, 2020 Regular Meeting and the June 23, 2020 Organizational Meeting.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the Financial Reports. Council member seconded Majkrzak the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Hughes motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $44,905.56.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Ms. Sarah Krogfoss informed that council that St. Matthew’s Church would like to host a bike-a-thon on July 30, 2020 from 6:30 PM- 8:30 PM.  Participation proceeds would go to CVIC.  They plan to use a similar route to the one used during the Color Run.  The council recommended working with the NDDOT, Fire Dept, and the COP for direction on any traffic control that might be necessary.

City Engineer Melissa Knutson reported that a Final Plat Plan has been submitted by Lowry Engineering for the Johnson’s 2nd Addition.  As was mentioned at the June meeting, she has continued conversations with Lowry.  Mr. Lowry has indicated that they are awaiting the results of the geotechnical work before moving forward with approval.  

Council member Hughes motioned to approve the Second Reading and Adoption of Resolution 8.0105 – Sewer Connection – Minimum Fee, as is on file in the Auditor’s Office.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the Second Reading and Adoption of Resolution 8.0106 – Road Deposits – Bond, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Hughes motioned to approve the Second Reading and Adoption of Resolution 8.0104 – Fees, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the Second Reading and Adoption of Resolution 18.0302 – Tentative Approval, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the First Reading of Resolution 3.0212 Snow and Ice Removal, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council President Larimer presented the Police Monthly Report.  There was no discussion.

The Public Works Monthly Report was presented.  Council President Larimer inquired about the mosquito trap counts.  Public Works responded that the numbers are going up, so he will be spraying on a regular basis.  He reminded everyone that Federal Regulations limit spraying to a minimum of 72 hours between applications. 

Council President Larimer presented material submitted by Mr. and Mrs. Jim Jacobs regarding the property they own at 324 Pacific Ave.  The Jacobs are looking to make some improvements to the property.  In order to do so, they are requesting to either purchase some of the city easement property or obtain a variance.  City Engineer Knutson recommended that the Jacobs submit documentation indicating exact property lines, utility location and any existing easements that go along with them.  Once she has an opportunity to review the documentation provided, she will present her recommendation as to how the city should move forward.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Council President Larimer reported that a Complaint/Request Form was submitted by Mr. Steve Rakoczy.  Mr. Rakoczy indicated that his neighbor consistently places his sump pump hose so that it discharges onto his property.  This is a civil matter between neighbors and not something the city has jurisdiction over.  There was some discussion about having the COP visit with the offending neighbor to inform him that this is not an acceptable practice.  City Administrator will consult with the City Attorney whether or not this is a possible solution. 
Council member Fretheim mentioned that the City of Grand Forks has a program in which during the winter months property owners are able have their sump pump hoses drain into the sanitary sewer.  They pay a fee for this option.  While the City of Thompson does not currently have the capacity to handle additional water, once the lagoon expansion is complete, it might be an option to provide some revenue.
Council member Fretheim motioned to adjourn.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
