REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
THOMPSON COMMUNITY CENTER
JUNE 1, 2020

	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held June 1, 2020 at 7:00 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council Members Larimer, Majkrzak, Hughes, Fretheim (via speakerphone), City Auditor, City Administrator, COP, City Engineer, and Plant Services were present.  Due to a sewer emergency, Public Works joined at approximately 7:45 PM.
	
Mayor Sporbert called the meeting to order.  He confirmed the next regular meeting will be held Monday, July 6, 2020 at 7:00 PM.  “Any Individual requiring special accommodations (i.e. alternative formatting of literature, an interpreter, or help in accessing the facility) should advise the City by contacting the City Auditor at PO Box 266, Thompson ND 58278, or by phone at 701-599-2973.  Requests should be made seven (7) days prior to the meeting.” 

Council member Hughes motioned to approve the minutes from the May 4, 2020 Regular Meeting.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Hughes motioned to approve the Financial Reports. Council member seconded Larimer the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Larimer motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $74,696.80.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

City Engineer Melissa Knutson reported that a Final Plat Plan has been submitted by Lowry Engineering for the Johnson’s 2nd Addition.  She indicted that there were a few items that would need to be clarified and/or corrected.  She is meeting with Lowry on Wednesday to discuss those issues.  If they are able to come to an agreement by June 15th, she would recommend holding a special council meeting via zoom to approve the plat.  If not, the approval would be moved to the next regular council meeting of July 6th.

Council member Majkrzak motioned to approve the First Reading of Resolution 8.0105 – Sewer Connection – Minimum Fee, as is on file in the Auditor’s Office.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Hughes motioned to approve the First Reading of Resolution 8.0106 – Road Deposits – Bond, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Majkrzak motioned to approve the First Reading of Resolution 8.0104 – Fees, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Hughes motioned to approve the First Reading of Resolution 18.0302 – Tentative Approval, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Majkrzak motioned to approve the Second Reading of Resolution 16.0421 – Tobacco/Vaping Products, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

The Council discussed updating the snow and ice removal policy.  The City Attorney will draft a resolution that will indicate that no vehicles of any type shall be on the street if there is a snow event.  The resolution is to include language giving the Public Works Director the authority to issue citations to those in violation.

The Police Monthly Report was presented.  Council member Fretheim inquired to the potential break-in listed.  Officer Kurtz reported that it was determined to not be a break-in, and that there was no concern at this time.

The Public Works Monthly Report was presented.  There was no discussion.  However, the COP asked if Public Works would check into the possibility of Xcel Energy installing another streetlight closer to Northdale.  City limits have been extended and the Council agreed the lighting should be adequate.  

Council member Larimer discussed the ordinance prohibiting certain breeds of dogs.  Council asked that the City Attorney look into updating that ordinance to define dangerous dogs, and not specify by breed.

Plant Services was giving permission to hire assistance in painting the interior of the Community Center.

Mayor Sporbert mentioned there was a request by a resident to purchase part of a city easement.  The City Administrator will check with the City Attorney and the City Engineer regarding the legality of such sales, and whether it is advisable for a city to do so.
