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REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
June 4, 2018 


	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held June 4, 2018 at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members, Larimer, Hughes, Wilson, Fretheim, Public works, Administrator, Auditor, and Plant Services Technician were all present.    

Council member Wilson motioned to approve the minutes from the Regular Meeting on May 7, 2018 with the correction that the per month increase on the utility bill will be $2.10, not $2.09, to cover the cost of utility software.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.   Motion carried. 

	Council member Hughes motioned to approve the financial reports.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All those in favor said aye, and the motion was carried.  

	Council member Hughes motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $72,732.83.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	Next regular meeting will be held on Monday, July 2, 2018 at 7:00 p.m.

	Council member Larimer motioned to approve the second reading of the annexation resolution, as is on file in the auditor’s office, for the Northdale and Aasen properties.  Council member Frethiem seconded the motion.  Motion carried.	 

	Engineer Pribula reported the results of the lagoon land boring tests should be in soon.  In addition, he surveyed and installed the property markers on the newly purchased land.

	Council member Fretheim initiated discussion regarding golf carts and low speed vehicles.  He tabled the discussion until the July meeting.   

	 Council member Fretheim suggested the city continue to research Home Rule, and educate the community for a potential vote in either the 2020 election, or a special election.  The Administrator will contact the State Tax Commissioner for the average taxable sales, and potential revenue options. 

	The discussion regarding on-street parking was tabled until the July meeting for more information.

Mayor Sporbert mentioned that as requested, an additional roll off for grass clippings at the dump site as requested.

 	City Engineer Pribula recommended that Celia Rosecrans’s application for a resub division be tabled to allow the process to be followed.  The public hearing will hopefully be before the July 2, 2018 meeting following proper procedure, and publication in the paper.

[bookmark: _Hlk516736293]	Council member Hughes motioned to approve the preliminary plat subject to the condition of only allowing 2 lots.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All in favor – aye.  Motion carried.

	 Council member Wilson recommended that the Highway 15 southern ditch be cleaned out from Northdale Oil’s driveway culvert East to the original culvert.  City Engineer Pribula will submit the request to the County Watershed Board for permission.

	The St. Jude’s parking lot discussion was tabled until the next meeting for more information.

	Council member Fretheim motioned to send an official notice from the city attorney to the owner of the property at 324 Pacific Avenue, as the building is a nuisance to the city.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	Council member Hughes motioned to send an official notice from the city attorney to the owner of the property at 320 Pacific Avenue, as the building is a nuisance to the city.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
 
 	Public works reported that the dust control material is $1.19/gallon.  Council member Larimer motioned to purchase the necessary amount, and apply to the graveled streets.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	Public works indicated 8th Street is in need of approximately 3 loads of gravel at a cost of $350.00/load.  Council member Larimer motioned to gravel 8th Street.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	Mayor Sporbert mentioned that Police Chief Kurtz was in San Diego, California competing in the United States Police & Fire Championships representing the City of Thompson, and the state of North Dakota.

	City Engineer Pribula indicated that Northdale Oil was considering making some revisions to the layout of their site.

1.  The building size may be adjusted, allowing them to potentially move an additional 15ft. away from the adjacent property.
2.  Possible reduction in the number of diesel pumps.
3.  Potentially burying, and reducing bulk tanks from 6 to 3.
The City Engineer Pribula will inform the council of their final decisions.

The Administrator submitted an estimate from PS Doors to repair the overhead door in the Community Center at a cost of $ $1,773.00.

	The Administrator also reported that she contacted the ND Planning and Zoning Association to ask for assistance in planning and zoning for Thompson.  She will continue to work closely with them.

	Council member Larimer motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
