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	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held March 4, 2019 at 7:00 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members Larimer, Majkrzak, Fretheim, City Auditor, Chief of Police, Plant Services and Public Works were present.  Council member Hughes and City Administrator were absent.
	
Council member Majkrzak motioned to approve the minutes from the regular council meeting of February 4, 2019.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the Financial Reports. Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Larimer motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $55,130.15.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Mayor Sporbert confirmed the next regular meeting will be held Monday, April 1, 2019 at 7:00 PM.  “Any Individual requiring special accommodations (i.e. alternative formatting of literature, an interpreter, or help in accessing the facility) should advise the City by contacting the City Auditor at PO Box 266, Thompson ND 58278, or by phone at 701-599-2973.  Requests should be made seven (7) days prior to the meeting.” 

Jon Lowry, Lowry Engineering, was present to discuss the steps needed to go forward with the annexation of Johnson’s Subdivision.  Jon handed out a draft of the map for the proposed area to be annexed into the City of Thompson.  He mentioned some key points of discussion:  

 A.  The City needs to determine if they wish to annex the north half row and if so establish a maintenance agreement with the Grand Forks County for this roadway (County Road #17) long term.

B.  The City would be asked to provide clarification on Pacific Avenue if the fronting half row on the west side were annexed.

C.  The developer asked that after annexation, the City keep the taxes as they are today until 5 years after issuance of building permits and include it in the developers’ agreement.

D.  Direct discharge of stormwater on the first phase of construction was discussed and agreed to as it complies with City requirements.

E.  Requirements for a lift station to serve the south homes.

F.  The developer will submit a preliminary plat for review and approval.

Jerry Pribula requested that the city update by resolution ordnance Chapter 14, Article 14.0207 paragraph 12 pertaining to new sewer service connection to a city main under a paved city street, alleyway or sidewalk, and Chapter 17, Article 17.0304, paragraph 3A and 3B, pertaining to townhouses being zoned within an R-2 Residential District, land ownership the townhouse is located on and requires lot lines to be on common walls.

Council member Fretheim motioned to have Ryan Brooks review the sewer ordinance 14.0207, then have the city attorney review both ordinances 14.0207 and 17.0304. Upon the reviews of the ordinances to accept and move forward with adopting the resolutions.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion. All said Aye.  Motion carried.  

It was suggested to have Ryan Brooks aid in deciding how to zone Pacific Avenue.

The Police monthly report was presented.  There was no discussion.

The Public Works report was presented.  There was no discussion.

Council member Larimer motioned to approve the deferred loan for Northdale at $5,000.00.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said Aye.  Motion carried.

The discussion for Utility Parameters was tabled for the April Council meeting.

The Mainstreet Initiative Group will be visiting Thompson on April 17, 2019 starting at 10:30 a.m. with a town tour, followed with a Main Street Listening Session from 11 to noon.  This session would be open to the public, and invitations would be extended to key community leaders, business owners, etc.  

Mayor Sporbert mentioned that in August or September the Administrator would be applying for an intern at UND to see if there would be some interest in helping with the implementation of a Home Rule Charter.

Public Works mentioned that there were no further bids on the old city pickup and discussed the fees to haul the pickup to auction.  Discussion was tabled.  

Hugh Veit from Moore Engineering stopped in to introduce his firm for future projects of interest for working with the city.   

Council member Larimer motioned to adjourn.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
