REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
THOMPSON COMMUNITY CENTER
MAY 6, 2019

	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held May 6, 2019 at 7:15 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members Fretheim, Hughes, Majkrzak, Larimer, City Auditor, City Administrator, COP, Public Works, and Plant Services were present.
	
Mayor Sporbert called the meeting to order.  Council member Larimer motioned to approve the minutes from the Public Hearing, Tax Equalization, and Regular Meeting of April 1, 2019.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the Financial Reports. Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Larimer motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $65,205.30.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Mayor Sporbert confirmed the next regular meeting will be held Monday, June 3, 2019 at 7:00 PM.  “Any Individual requiring special accommodations (i.e. alternative formatting of literature, an interpreter, or help in accessing the facility) should advise the City by contacting the City Auditor at PO Box 266, Thompson ND 58278, or by phone at 701-599-2973.  Requests should be made seven (7) days prior to the meeting.” 

Mayor Sporbert introduced Becky Ault, Grand Forks 911 Director.  She presented their annual report, explained the statistics, and indicated that the city PSAP rate would be increasing by 3%, or $120 in 2020.

Mayor Sporbert introduced Chris Theisen of Northern Plain UAS.  Chris requested permission to use Southbrook Park, and area around rural Thompson, for an Unmanned Aircraft System research project.  Two research schedules are planned.  May 28-31 and July 8-17.  The council approved the use provided Mr. Theisen worked closely with the Park Board and the Thompson Days Committee to ensure none of their activities are disrupted. 

The Thompson Days discussion was tabled until the June meeting.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Sporbert addressed Mark Kuhn of MAK Construction regarding the driveway/culverts at the newly constructed twin homes on Morrison.  Mayor Sporbert reported that the driveway/culverts are not in compliance with city ordinances.  City engineer Nick Pribula provided a possible solution in that the plastic pipe should be replaced with a metal one, to include a t-adapter to provide an inlet for water/drainage.  The mayor indicated that MAK is to work with the building inspector/engineer to coordinate a solution for this issue, as well as any other projects within the City. Council member Hughes motioned to leave the driveway/culverts as is.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  Roll call vote: Fretheim, Hughes, Majkrzak said aye.  Larimer abstained.  The motion carried.  Council member Majkrzak asked if there is a mechanism in place for contractors to contact Public Works/Building Inspector Aasen for direction in situations that arise during the weekends.  Inspector Aasen’s city cell phone number is published.  However, every effort should be made to obtain answers to any questions prior to the weekend. 

Council member Fretheim motion to approve the zoning map as presented.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the First reading of resolution 3.0113, as is on file in the Auditor’s office, regarding Work Commencing Before Permit Issuance – Penalty.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Hughes motioned to approve the First reading of resolution 3.0112, as is on file in the Auditor’s office, regarding Demolition Permits.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Larimer motioned to approve the Second reading of resolution 14.0207, as is on file in the Auditor’s office, regarding Sewer Service Connection Under Paved Streets.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the Second reading of resolution 17.0304, as is on file in the Auditor’s office, regarding Townhouses.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Hughes motioned to approve the Second reading of resolution 17.0307, as is on file in the Auditor’s office, regarding single family homes in a Commercial District.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

The Police Monthly Report was presented.  There was no discussion.

The Public Works Monthly Report was presented.  There was no discussion.

The City Administrator presented a draft policy regarding utility billing parameters. Further research and work will need to be done prior to approval.  Discussion to continue at the June meeting.

Mayor Sporbert opened the single sealed bid received for the sale of the old pick-up.  The bid was for $2,555.00.  Council member Fretheim motioned to accept the bid.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Home Rule Charter discussion will continue at future meetings.  The council and staff will continue to work with the Main Street Initiative group to obtain further information.

Mayor Sporbert informed the council that the city is waiting for a formal response from Lowry Engineering/Mr. Johnson regarding the potential development of Johnson Subdivision.  He also indicated that annexation of those properties may be necessary regardless of replat options.

Council member Larimer motioned to adjourn.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
