	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held May 7, 2018 at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members, Larimer, Hughes, Wilson and Fretheim were present.  Public works, Administrator, Auditor, Plant Services Technician, and Police Chief were all present.    

Council member Hughes motioned to approve the minutes from the Public Hearing on April 7, 2018, and the Regular Meeting on April 7, 2018.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

	Council member Wilson motioned to approve the financial reports.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	Council member Hughes motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $43,472.40.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The LOMA documents will be applied for after the site is prepared.  Once approved by FEMA, copies of all will be given to the City Auditor.

	Upon issuance of the building permit, building inspection for the Northdale project will be handled by Brad Bail, In Depth Inspection.  All infrastructure inspecting will be completed by Widseth Smith Nolting. 

	MAK Construction contacted all adjacent landowners regarding a potential twin home at 314 Morrison Avenue.  They are requesting that the zoning be changed from R1 to R2.  The home has been redesigned to accommodate the lot size requirements.  Topic has been tabled until the council has an opportunity to discuss the appropriate process to move forward.

	Council member Wilson motioned to adopt the zoning map as presented by Engineer Pribula for the City of Thompson.  Motioned failed for lack of a second motion.

	Council member Larimer motioned to have a special meeting on Wednesday May 9, 2018 at 6:00 p.m. to discuss the zoning.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	Engineer Pribula presented a contract regarding the soil boring from Northern Technologies, Inc. for the lagoon land.  Proposed cost is $6250.00.  The boring will tell the city if a liner will need to be installed.  Council member Fretheim motioned to allow Mayor Sporbert to sign the contract.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	Council member Wilson presented a plan for installing curb and gutter along Highway #15 and St. Jude’s parking lot.  He will meet with representatives of the church to discuss the project, and report back at the June meeting.
	 
	Bill Weber was not present.  Council member Hughes explained that he is planning to do some ditch cleaning adjacent to the lagoon land.  He will coordinate the work with Jeremy Aasen, Public Works.

	Council member Fretheim initiated discussion regarding golf carts and low speed vehicles.  He will present recommendations based on the current ordinance and century code.  The recommendations will be reviewed by the council, and the city attorney, prior to the June meeting.

	Council member Fretheim presented the facts surrounding Banyon Software, and the costs associated with the conversion.  Council member Hughes motioned to purchase the Banyon software.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	Council member Fretheim motioned to raise the utility fees $2.10 per month, to cover the annual software fees.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	The Home Rule discussion was tabled until the June meeting.

	It was mentioned that when the new software is implemented that the Newsletter would be sent out digitally, and only print a handful of hard copies.

The discussion regarding parking on Pacific Avenue was tabled until the June meeting.

Council member Larimer stated that we should get at least one additional dumpster in the spring and fall for grass and branches.

	Engineer Pribula will contact the NDDOT regarding the reduction of the speed limit on Highway #15 past the Northdale property.

	The GovOffice contract for the website is up for renewal.  It will be renewed for one more year, and reviewed again at that time.
