REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
April 3, 2017



 	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held April 3, 2017 at 7:15 p.m.  Mayer Hippen and Council members Sporbert, Wilson and Hughes were present.     Council member Larimer was absent.  City Administrator, City Auditor, Chief of Police, Public Works, and Plant Services Technician were all present.   

	 The Council approved the minutes of the March 6, 2017 regular meeting with a motion from Council member Wilson.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The Council approved the financial reports with a motion from Council member Sporbert.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  
	
	The Council approved the payment of bills totaling $300,778.06  with a motion by Council member  Sporbert.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.   

	Next regular meeting will be held on Monday,  May 1, 2017 at 7:00 PM.

	Ryan Jensen voiced his concerns on the cleanup of the chip seal in the ditches.  It is the residents responsibility to clean up their ditches.

	Nick West presented site plans regarding the County building located within City limits.  The building will be approximately 52' x 68' to accommodate bigger, and more equipment.  Council member Wilson made a motion to approve the County Commissions decision to build a new facility on the same lot.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Chris Jordheim gave a progress report on the potential development project south of town.  There was a discussion of different possibilities to finance the infrastructure costs.

	As requested, Jerry Pribula contacted Midwest Testing regarding soil boring.  Tests would indicate whether a new lagoon cell would require a liner.  Testing costs are roughly $8,000.00.  The Council gave him permission to go ahead with the testing.   

	 Jeremy, Public Works, mentioned that he feels we need to address the infiltration issues in town before we get too far into the expansion of the lagoon.  The Engineers recommend the city ensures the manholes are tight,  identify areas that are pumping into the sewer, and educate the residents.   

	Council member Sporbert made a motion to adopt a policy that if a council member misses 3 meetings, they will forfeit their chair on the council.  More discussion took place.  Council member Sporbert amended his motion to read:  If a council member misses 3 meetings, they will forfeit pay for any additional missed meetings for the rest of that calendar year.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Mayor Hippen presented the first reading of the Fireworks Ordinance which is on file in the City Office.
Council member Sporbert approved the first reading.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Public Works report was included in the council packets.  Mayor Hippen indicated that the city maintenance pickup was in for repairs.  Estimated bill being just under $325.00.  The pickup is a 2000 with 131,000 miles.  It was purchased approximately 9 years ago.  Mayor Hippen feels the city should have a plan in place to replace it.

	Police Chief Kurtz mentioned that if someone wants to file a complaint, they need to provide their name, and contact information when contacting him.

	Council member Sporbert made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.
