August 1, 2016

 	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held August 1, 2016 at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Hippen and Council members Sporbert, Larimer, Hughes and Wilson were present.  City Administrator, City Auditor, Chief of Police, Public Works, Plant Services Technician, and City Engineer were all present.   

	 The Council approved the minutes of the July 11, 2016 regular meeting with a motion from Council member Wilson.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The Council approved the financial reports with a motion from Council member Hughes.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  
	
	The Council approved the payment of bills totaling $38,213.95 with a motion by Council member Sporbert.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion passed.   

	Next regular meeting will be held on Monday,  September 12, 2016 at 7:00 p.m..

	 The emergency siren is in need of repairs.  Cost is estimated at approximately $700.00 for the timer and an additional $1200 to $1300 for other accessories and labor.  Council member Sporbert made a motion to move forward to repair the siren.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.
	One of the air conditioners of the community center quit working.  The Maintenance Director looked into different options of fixing or replacing the existing heating/air conditioning system.  Due to its age, it was recommend that the system be replaced.  Council member Larimer made a motion to replace the entire heating/air conditioning system for the community center.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  The City Administrator will look into possible funding sources for the project.

	Council member Sporbert made a motion to approve the preliminary 2017 budget as amended.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Rachel Gornowicz from Country Sanitation was here to present the options and possible amendment to our current refuse collection contract.  Council member Sporbert made a motion to go with option #2 meaning there would be a 5% increase and every household would have recycling which will be picked up every other week.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion. On a roll call vote:  Council members Sporbert, Larimer and Hughes voted yes.  Council member Wilson voted no.

	Mayor Hippen brought 2 bids to the council for running water and sewer into the new shop building.  Naastad Brothers' bid was $3475.00 and Civil Contracting's bid was $3650.00.  Council member Hughes made a motion to accept the low bid from Naastad Brothers.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  Grand Forks Traill's new membership fee would be an additional $1000.00.

	Jeremy brought estimates to replace the broken mosquito sprayer. Council member Larimer made a motion to purchase the mosquito sprayer costing $9,212.96 using the rest of the current mosquito  budget, and reserves from prior years to make up the difference for the rest of the year.    Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Police Chief Kurtz gave his monthly police report.  He requested that letters be sent out about trimming trees that are obstructing the view of traffic signs and street corners that could help prevent any traffic accidents.  In addition, there is a sign by the school that needs replacing.  He will work with Jeremy to get that replaced.

	City Engineer Nick Pribula reported that the seal coat is primarily finished.  There are a few minor adjustments needed prior to final completion.

	Council member Wilson made a motion to submit the Resolution for an option to vote on the location of the new Library in Grand Forks.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Council member Sporbert made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion passed.
