	The Council approved the payment of bills totaling $46,568.18 with a motion by Council member Sporbert.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Travis Johnson requested permission to put in an approach on the northeast corner of his property located on 8th Street.  The council agreed if adequate slope was maintained.  In addition, the culvert cleaning will be the responsibility of the home owner. 

	Council member Wilson made a motion to approve the Preliminary Budget for 2018.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Council member Sporbert made a motion to approve the Xcel Gas Franchise Agreement.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Council member Sporbert made a motion to approve the Second reading of the Salaries of City Officials and Appointed Officers Resolution as on file in the city office. Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Council member Hughes made a motion to approve the second reading of the Truck Traffic Resolution
as on file in the city office.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Council member Sporbert made a motion to approve the second reading of the Heavy Vehicles Resolution as file in the city office.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Council member Wilson made a motion to approve the second reading of the Load Restrictions Resolutions as on file in the city office.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	 City Engineer Jerry Pribula reported that he received a call from the landowner’s attorney requesting a meeting to discuss a possible agreement to purchase acreage for the lagoon.  If an agreement is established Council member Hughes will present it at the next meeting.

	 The Public Works monthly report was reviewed.  Jeremy indicating the need to put another layer of dust coating on Pacific Avenue.  Council agreed.  Council member Wilson asked about the generator maintenance schedule due to the fact that the repair invoice stated that the oil filter was old and the oil level was low with metal chunks in the oil.  Jeremy said he changes the oil and filter every two years, and checks the levels every two weeks or so.
