	The council discussed replacing the front door of the community center.  Public works was asked to look into getting a few bids, and City Administrator will check with NDAD for any possible grants available.

	Nick Pribula stated the assessment committee had met on December 14th.  The second assessment committee meeting will be soon,  along with the necessary publications.  Letters will be going out to the individuals within the paving district.

	The resurfacing project was discussed.  The city engineers will be working with the NDDOT and will get an estimate on the cost.  

	Council member Berthold made a motion to approve the 2nd reading of the Resolution for truck weight restrictions.  Council member Parton seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Council member Wilson made a motion to accept the first reading of the Resolution for the  pet leash law.  Council member Parton seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Officer Osvold presented his monthly report,  and his year-end activity report.

	Public works reported that the heat has been installed in the new maintenance shop.  Once the electrician is finished they will come back and do some more testing of the heating system.

	The Administrator reported that the city was approved for the energy grant for updating the community center lights.  Public Works stated the electrician should get started installing the lights  the second week in January.
