 	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held June 5, 2017 at 7:00 p.m.  Mayer Hippen and Council members Sporbert, Wilson, Larimer Hughes, City Administrator, Chief of Police and Plant Services Technician were all present.  City Auditor and Public Works were absent.

	 The Council approved the minutes of the May 1, 2017 regular meeting, and the May 19, 2017 Special council meeting with a motion from Council member Wilson.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The Council approved the financial reports with a motion from Council member Sporbert.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  
	
	The Council approved the payment of bills totaling $72,222.80 with a motion by Council member Larimer.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.   

	Next regular meeting will be held on Wednesday, July 5, 2017 at 7:00 PM.

	Dan O’Toole spoke to the council about the problem of barking dogs.  Police Chief Kurtz will visit the dog owner to start the formal process.

	Council member Larimer made a motion to add an insurance rider for liability coverage for the Thompson Days’ committee.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Karl Selander asked the council to consider a reduction in the utilities for the house sitting empty at 320 Pacific Avenue.  The council indicated they cannot set such a precedent of forgiving utility charges.  However, they did offer to waive the finance charges.  Council member Larimer made a motion to waive the finance charges on the utility bill for the property of 320 Pacific Avenue.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Council member Wilson made a motion to approve the first reading of the Truck Weight Resolution as per the changes made at the special meeting on May 22, 2017. Council member Larimer seconded the motion. After discussing the Resolution, Council members Wilson and Larimer rescinded their motion and second.  Topic was tabled.  The council agreed to call a special meeting with the city attorney to finalize the legality of the resolution, and its enforcement.  

	Council member Wilson made a motion to have Council member Hughes and city engineer Jerry Pribula meet with the landowners to negotiate a price for purchasing the land for the lagoon.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Mayor Hippen presented the second reading of the Resolution for Council Member Attendance Policy.  Council member Sporbert made a motion to approve the second reading.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  After discussing the Resolution, the council members rescinded their motion and second to edit an increase of the Special meeting pay to $25.00 per attended special meeting. 

	The Public Works monthly report was reviewed.  The council mentioned they would like Public Works to spray for mosquitos just before the Thompson Days events.  	 

	The monthly police report was reviewed.  	

	Council member Larimer made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned.
