 	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held May 1, 2017 at 7:00 p.m.  Mayer Hippen and Council members Sporbert, Wilson, Larimer and Hughes were present.      Public Works was absent.  City Administrator, City Auditor, Chief of Police and Plant Services Technician were all present.   

	 The Council approved the minutes of the April 3, 2017 Tax Equalization and regular meeting with a motion from Council member Wilson.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The Council approved the financial reports with a motion from Council member Sporbert.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  
	
	The Council approved the payment of bills totaling $33,941.13 with a motion by Council member Larimer.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.   

	Next regular meeting will be held on Monday, June 5, 2017 at 7:00 PM.

	Travis Fretheim presented various options of Office 365 Computer software to ensure the city meets all government regulations.  Security in the current system is weak.  Open records, shared calendars, contacts, staying current and stronger security along with Microsoft Office are included in some of the options for staff and council members.  His recommendation is Option #1. 

	As requested, Jerry Pribula contacted Midwest Testing regarding soil boring.  Tests would indicate whether a new lagoon cell would require a liner.  They agreed to do the testing for $8,000.00.  

	Mayor Hippen acknowledged the first reading of the Council Member Attendance Policy.  Council member Hughes made a motion to approve the first reading of the Resolution.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  During discussion of the Resolution, Council member Larimer stated the special meeting pay was not addressed in the Policy.  Both council members moved to rescind and table their motions until the Administrator can contact the attorney for the correction.   

	Mayor Hippen presented the second reading of the Fireworks Policy.  Council member Sporbert made a motion to approve the second reading of the Fireworks Policy as stated.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The Public Works monthly report was reviewed.  Public works submitted graphs showing the efficiency of each lift station regarding the ground water infiltration.  

	Council member Sporbert made a motion to approve the purchase of dust control at $1.18/gallon.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The monthly police report was reviewed.  Police Chief Kurtz stated that the radar is not performing
like it should, and is outdated by about 15 years.  A grant has been applied for, but we won't receive an answer until June or July.  Council member Larimer made a motion to pay for the balance of a new radar gun upon grant approval, or full price if the grant is denied.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	Council member Wilson made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned.
