REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
May 4, 2015

 	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held May 4, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Hippen and Council members Sporbert, Parton and Wilson were present.  Council member Berthold was absent.  City Administrator, City Auditor, Public Works, Plant Services Technician, and City Engineer were all present.

	The City Council approved the Tax Equalization meeting and regular council meeting minutes for April 6, 2015 and the special council meeting on April 13, 2015 with a motion by Council member Parton.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed. 

	The Council approved the financial reports with a motion from Council member Sporbert.  Council member Parton seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  	
	The Council approved the payment of bills totaling $37,574.03 with a motion by Council member Wilson.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.   
	Next regular meeting will be held on Monday, June 1, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.

	Council member Parton made a motion to designate the Grand Forks Herald as the Official Newspaper.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	It was brought to the City’s attention that some ditches on North Woodland had been filled in.  Permission to make such adjustments to the drainage was not obtained from the City Council, nor the City Engineer.  Decision on how to proceed was tabled until the City Engineer can complete an analysis of the scope of water flow.  The analysis could take to 2-3 weeks.  A letter is to be mailed to the residents involved indicating that no further adjustments are to be made until the analysis is complete, and they are informed of the Council’s and Engineer’s decision.

	The closing date for the Police Officer position is May 19, 2015.  Applications will be reviewed at that time, and interviews scheduled shortly after.

	Councilman Wilson reported that the paving of Pacific Avenue was not an option at this time.

	Council member Parton made a motion to approve the purchase of up to 5000 gallons, at $1.15 per gallon, of magnesium chloride to spray the gravel streets/alleys for dust control.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The Paving Project 2015-1 is still planned to start in June 2015.  Bonding for the project is being worked on.
	
[bookmark: _GoBack]Building Inspector, Jeremy Aasen reported that the Thompson Elevator inquired about installing a culvert, and filling in the ditch by the new fertilizer plant.  He informed the Elevator that they would need to present an engineered drainage plan to the council for their review/approval.

	Mayor Hippen reported that the issue with the beavers/dams in the coulee have been addressed.

	The City Engineer is looking into the cost of Slur Seal for the existing paved roads.

	Mayor Hippen addressed concerns regarding ATV's.  Residents are reminded that they are to be driven by licensed drivers only.  An ATV license is currently acceptable.  However, should this privilege be abused, the council will revisit the ordinance.

	Councilman Wilson discussed cleaning out the ditch on the south side of Highway 15 along Broadway.  The City Engineer was asked to stake the areas to be addressed.  

	There was a question about installing a light at the corner of Highway 81 and Highway 15.  Grand Forks County Engineer West is going to check on it.		
	
	There was a request to install a stop sign at the corner of 5th street and Morrison Avenue.  The council directed the Maintenance Director order/install the sign.  
 
	Council member Wilson made a motion to adjourn.  Council member Parton seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
