	 The Council approved the minutes of the October 3, 2016 regular meeting with a motion from Council member Wilson.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The Council approved the financial reports with a motion from Council member Larimer.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  
	
	The Council approved the payment of bills totaling $63,128.59  with a motion by Council member Larimer.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	 City Judge Gayle Bergeron informed the council of different items that were covered at the seminar in Bismarck. He suggested looking into a employee cell phone policy.  The council was going to research all of the items that were brought up, and tabled any decisions until the next meeting.

	The Christmas light contest is going to be judged December 18, 2016 between 7:00 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. Council member Sporbert made a motion to keep the prizes as follows:  First place - $100.00; Second place - $75.00; Third place - $50.00.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	Mayor Hippen presented the current Seasonal Billing Policy. Country Wide Sanitation does not offer seasonal billing.  After a brief discussion, Council member Hughes made a motion that as of  January 1, 2017 the city would discontinue "Seasonal Billing".  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Roll call vote as follows:  Sporbert, Larimer and Hughes "yes".  Council member Wilson "no".  Motion carried. 

	Mayor Hippen informed the council that the employee reviews were finished, and made recommendations for raises effective January 1, 2017;  with a $200.00 net end of year bonus for each permanent employee.  Council member Wilson made a motion to approve the Mayor's recommendations as stated.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

	Second reading of the resolution regarding setbacks in Maxine's 2nd  addition.  Council member Sporbert made a motion to accept the second reading as presented.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	Public Works presented the sewer inspection results.  Continued research will be completed before the December meeting.  

	Police Chief informed the council that the fines of the dog ordinance needed to be researched and modified.

	The community center handicap accessible door project should be installed in about 5 - 6 weeks.

	Council member Larimer made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.
