	City Engineer Jerry Pribula was present to give suggestions for the following questions:

1.  Who is responsible for cleaning the coulee:  The adjacent landowners are responsible. 			     However, they must obtain permission from the County Watershed Board.  If it needs to be 	  	     burned, they need to obtain permission from the Sheriff's department and the Fire Department as well.  

2.  Grandstand project:  The next step would be to take down the tree next to the alley/walkway.  No changes to the asphalt should be necessary.

3.  Lagoon infiltration issues:  For long term planning, Pribula Engineering would be available to help with the planning and development.  To receive funding, the project needs to have been in the works 	     for 3-4 years prior to applying for funding.

	The new air conditioners/furnaces should be installed in the next week or two.

	The public works and police reports were presented,  and are on file in the office for review.

	Mayor Hippen presented info regarding the need to upgrade the electrical panels/and auto dialer for the lift stations.

	The administrator reported the grant for the handicap accessible entryway project was approved.  The city received $5000.00 toward the project.
