	 The Council approved the minutes of the August 1, 2016 regular meeting with a motion from Council member Wilson.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The Council approved the financial reports with a motion from Council member Sporbert.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  
	
	The Council approved the payment of bills totaling $66,849.07 with a motion by Council member Hughes.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.   

	Next regular meeting will be held on Monday,  October 3, 2016 at 7:00 p.m..

	Mayor Hippen asked the council for a motion to approve the pay request for Astech Corporation for $96,847.84 and Pribula Engineering for 20% of the contractors price for the chip seal of the paved streets.  Council member Wilson made a motion to approve the pay requests.  Council member Sporbert seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

 	Jon Wolfgram asked the council to approve a variance for a back yard garage 12 feet off  the back property line instead of the standard 17 feet.  Council member Sporbert made the motion to allow the variance to Jon Wolfgram.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

 	The Contractors are looking into possibly developing another area south of the coulee.  The city sewer system and lift station would have to be evaluated to see if it could handle the additional growth.  Public works suggested we have the current system videoed to determine the issues.  From there we can address any current issues, as well as determine if our current system can handle any more growth.  Council member Sporbert made a motion to go ahead with a sewer study. Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	The council discussed the 2017 budget asking the City Administrator to make requested changes and email the corrected version to each council member.  The final version will be approved at the Budget Hearing.  
	
	Council member Hughes made a motion to accept the Auditors report for 2015 as presented by Brady Martz and Associates, P.C..  Council member Wilson seconded the motion. Motion passed.

	It was mentioned that the emergency siren is fixed and working.

	City Administrator wrote a grant, and was awarded the funds to pay for one of the furnaces.  Work will begin as soon as the contractor can fit it into their schedule. 

	Police Chief Kurtz and Public Works Director Aasen presented their monthly reports. 
	A copy of  both reports can be reviewed in the Auditor's office.

	City Administrator mentioned that the delivery of recycling totes has been delayed.  As soon as a delivery date is confirmed, residents will be informed.
