City Administrator, Public Works, Plant Services Technician, Police Officer, and City Engineer were all present.

	 The Council approved the minutes of the regular meeting of  August 3, 2015 with an amendment to include wording in regards to driveway widths with a motion from Council member Wilson.  Council member Parton seconded the motion.  Motion passed. 

	The Council approved the financial reports with a motion from Council member Berthold.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  	
	The Council approved the payment of bills totaling $185,901.57 with a motion by Council member Parton.  Council member Berthold seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

 	Mayor Hippen stated that employee reviews will be scheduled hopefully before next month.

	Concerns were mentioned regarding St. Jude's parking lot not having a marked border.  City engineer was going to check with the County Engineer regarding installation of some type of curb.

	It was stated that existing driveway widths prior to the passing of the resolution restrictions will be grandfathered in.

	The first reading of Resolution Article 2, Chapter 3, regarding driveways was accepted with a motion by Council member Sporbert with the correction that the curb cut may not exceed 38 feet.  Council member Parton seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  

	The first reading of Resolution Article 20, Chapter 15, regarding truck weights  was accepted with a motion by Council member Berthold.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  During discussion of the resolution the council decided to table the motion for further research of the subject.

	The first reading of Resolution Sections 15.2902 and 15.2903, Article 29, Chapter 15, regarding golf carts was accepted with a motion by Council member Sporbert.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

	All resolutions and ordinances are available in the Auditor's office.

            City Engineer Nick Pribula stated that the 2015-1 paving project was moving along smoothly.  The curb is in.  The City is asking that the public please refrain from driving over the new curb.  Knife River will be in next week to fine tune the subgrade.  Subject to their current paving project, they should be here to do the paving soon.

          Jeremy was asked to inform the developers that they need to put straw over the black dirt to keep it from flowing into the gutter.

         Jeremy cleaned the gutter along Highway 15.  A section of the 8th street ditch still needs to be lowered.  The section along 8th street, as requested by Mr. Welsh at a previous meeting, has been mowed.	

         Tim Coons, 702 Morrison, was looking for approval to replace his existing retaining walls on the sides of his driveway.  He was hoping to slope them out more when he replaces them.  After conferring with Jeremy, and the City Engineer, he was given permission to move forward with his plans as they do not impede drainage. 

         Council member Parton requested that a list of building permits be posted on the door of the community center.	 

         Council member Parton made a motion to adjourn.  Council member Berthold seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
