	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held November 4, 2019 at 7:00 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members Majkrzak, Fretheim, City Auditor, City Administrator, Chief of Police, Public Works and Plant Services were present.  Council member Larimer arrived approximately 7:10 PM.  Council member Hughes was absent.
	
Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the minutes from the Final Budget Hearing and Regular council meeting of October 7, 2019, and the Special Meeting of October 23, 2019.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the Financial Reports. Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Majkrzak motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $47,028.29.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Mayor Sporbert confirmed the next regular meeting will be held Monday, December 2, 2019 at 7:00 PM.  “Any Individual requiring special accommodations (i.e. alternative formatting of literature, an interpreter, or help in accessing the facility) should advise the City by contacting the City Auditor at PO Box 266, Thompson ND 58278, or by phone at 701-599-2973.  Requests should be made seven (7) days prior to the meeting.”
	
	Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the first reading of Resolution 17.0209 Conditionally Permitted Uses, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

	Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the first reading of Resolution 17.0307 Commercial District, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye. The motion carried.

	Council member Larimer motioned to approve the first reading of Resolution 17.0203 Non-Conforming Uses, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion. All said aye.  The motion carried.

	The Police Monthly Report was presented.  Mayor Sporbert asked if the issues regarding the misuse of ATV/UTVs had been taken care of.  Officer Kurtz indicated the situation has been addressed.

	The Public Works Monthly Report was presented.  Council member Larimer inquired about the Verizon bill indicating that the Public Works cell phone had sent/received 4,600 texts in one month.  It was confirmed that wasn’t an error.  Mayor Sporbert stated that if at all possible, the city phones should be used for official use only.

	Council member Fretheim motioned that a Home Rule Charter be framed and submitted to a vote of the people for adoption and that the city council proceed to seek out persons for appointment to the Home Rule Commission.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

	Council member Fretheim mentioned that Sara Munson, Bridget Pearson, and Delayne Wojciechowski are interested in being on the Home Rule Commission.  Council member Larimer indicated Rick Herland is interested, and audience member Kiel Rasmuson volunteered.  The City Administrator will send a letter to the interested parties for confirmation, and to inform them that their appointment will be held at the December 2, 2019 regular council meeting.

	Mayor Sporbert addressed some housekeeping issues.  The council wishes to receive their meeting packets both via e-mail and hard copy.  The Public Works Director will move forward with the delivery of the Bobcat previously approved.  Initial payment will follow in January.

	Council member Larimer motioned to adjourn.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
