CITY OF THOMPSON
REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
November 5, 2018

	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held November 5, 2018 at 7:00 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members Larimer, Majkrzak, Hughes, Fretheim, City Auditor, City Administrator, Chief of Police, Public Works, and Plant Services were present.
	
Council member Hughes motioned to approve the minutes from the regular council meeting of October 1, 2018.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the Financial Reports. Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
[bookmark: _GoBack]Council member Hughes motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $54,834.50.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Mayor Sporbert confirmed the next regular meeting will be held Monday, December 3, 2018 at 7:00 PM.  “Any Individual requiring special accommodations (i.e. alternative formatting of literature, an interpreter, or help in accessing the facility) should advise the City by contacting the City Auditor at PO Box 266, Thompson ND 58278, or by phone at 701-599-2973.  Requests should be made seven (7) days prior to the meeting.”
	
Jonathan Lowry of Lowry Engineering presented preliminary plans for the Johnson Subdivision.  Council member Fretheim asked if any commercial lots had been factored in due to the close proximity to the rail road tracks.  That had not been part of the initial conversation, but may be a possibility in the future.  City Engineer Nick Pribula inquired about the storm sewer.  The current design is not for a specific storm event, but designed for average rainfall.  Engineer Pribula requested a hard copy of the Master Plan, prior to any concrete decisions being made.  Lowry and Pribula will coordinate, and report at the next council meeting.

The Public Works monthly report was presented.  There was no discussion.

	Shawn Sondreal of J & S Auto was present to request permission to install a canopy over their lot on the corner of Hwy 15 and Pacific Ave.  The council requested that he get the property surveyed, visit with the adjoining property owners, and return with more concrete information.
	
The Police monthly report was presented.  There was no discussion.

Council member Fretheim motioned to request a formal speed study by the NDDOT to determine if the speed limit on Hwy 15 should be reduced on the east side of town.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said Aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Larimer motioned to approve the first reading of the Garbage resolution, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said Aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Hughes motioned to approve the second reading of the Fireworks resolution, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said Aye.  The motion carried.

The discussion regarding Home Rule continued.  Mayor Sporbert asked the council if they had had an opportunity to visit with any constituents interested in serving on a Home Rule Committee.  Council member Fretheim indicated he had, but that individual has not officially confirmed.  Council member Fretheim motioned to have the city attorney start looking at Home Rule Charters to determine the most suitable for Thompson.  The council opted to review sample charters to determine which they preferred, and forward that copy to the city attorney for review/ approval.  Council member Fretheim rescinded his motion.

	Council member Fretheim is continuing his work on a brand/logo for the city.  He presented a potential matching grant option to help defray costs.  City Administrator will review the application.  The item was tabled until the December meeting.

	The Zoning Map discussion was tabled until the December meeting.

	Mayor Sporbert presented his recommendation for salary adjustments for city employees for the 2019 fiscal year.  Council member Hughes motioned to approve the adjustments.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said Aye.  The motion carried.

	Mayor Sporbert indicated that 8th Street is in need of gravel.  The cost would range between $1200 and $1500.  Council member Fretheim motion to approve the purchase, and to have Public Works help distribute the product accordingly.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said Aye.  The motion carried.

	Council member Hughes asked Public Works to help brainstorm ways of making the branch/leaf dumpster situation more efficient.  It was agreed that adding an additional dumpster during peak times should help ease some of the discomfort.

	Council member Larimer motioned to adjourn.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
