REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
October 1, 2018

	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held October 1, 2018 at 7:15 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members Majkrzak, Hughes, Fretheim, City Auditor, City Administrator, Chief of Police, and Plant Services were present.  Council member Larimer and Public Works were absent.
	
Council member Hughes motioned to approve the minutes from the regular council meeting of September 4, 2018.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the Financial Reports. Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Council member Hughes motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $83,897.85.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
	
Mayor Sporbert confirmed the next regular meeting will be held Monday, November 5, 2018 at 7:00 PM.  “Any Individual requiring special accommodations (i.e. alternative formatting of literature, an interpreter, or help in accessing the facility) should advise the City by contacting the City Auditor at PO Box 266, Thompson ND 58278, or by phone at 701-599-2973. [bookmark: _GoBack]Melissa Knutson and Mike Korman of CPS Engineering introduced themselves, and  offered an explanation of their services.  Council member Fretheim inquired if they work with towns similar in size to Thompson?  A number of towns were listed.  Council member Hughes asked about the availability of grants.  Ms. Knutson responded that they do offer help in that area, and would respond should the project warrant it.

The Public Works monthly report was presented.  There was no discussion.
	
The Police monthly report was presented.  Chief Kurtz was asked to contact the Director of the Grand Forks Housing Authority to determine appropriate placement of clients.
	
Council member Majkrzak motioned to approve the first reading of the Fireworks resolution, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said Aye.  The motion carried.

The discussion regarding Home Rule continued.  Mayor Sporbert asked the council to find individuals willing to serve on the committee required for drafting a Home Rule Charter.

	Council member Fretheim is continuing his work on a brand/logo for the city.  He presented a potential matching grant option to help defray costs.  The item was tabled until the November meeting.

	Mayor Sporbert reported that John Lowry of Lowry Engineering has met with the property owner of the land north of 8th street.  The idea of potential development seems favorable.  The City will await plan presentation from Lowry.

	Parallel parking was discussed.  It was determined that as of now, it will not be enforced.  The item will be removed from the agenda.

	The council requested that a letter detailing warranty work on Fourth Street, and specific guidelines for driveway widths relating to the 314 Morrison Avenue properties be mailed to Mark Kuhn, MAK Construction.  The letters are to clarify agreements/ understanding between the developer and the City.

	Council member Fretheim motioned to adjourn.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
