	The Public Hearing Special Meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND, was held November 13, 2017 at 7:00 PM.  Council member Sporbert acted as chairperson.  Council members Larimer, Hughes, Wilson, and all city employees, City Attorney and City Engineer were present.  

	Next regular city council meeting will be held on Monday, December 4, 2017 at 7:00 p.m.

Chairperson Sporbert opened the Public Hearing, scheduled and publicized as per North Dakota Century Code 40-47-04, for the purpose of considering public input on a proposed rezoning of property within the extraterritorial jurisdiction of the City of Thompson to “Industrial,” after application for such rezoning by Northdale Oil., Inc.

Chris Jordheim, WSN, opened by providing general information on Northdale Oil’s preliminary plans.

The City Attorney clarified and reiterated that Northdale Oil, Inc.’s original application for rezoning was amended, to request a rezoning to “Industrial” instead of “Commercial,” as indicated in the published notice, prior to the notice being published in accordance with North Dakota Century Code 40-47-04.

	Chairperson Sporbert opened the floor for public input regarding this proposal.

	Randy Bohlman voiced concerns regarding his mother’s property located near the proposed area to be rezoned. Jeremy Aasen voiced his concerns regarding his property located near the proposed area to be rezoned.

	After considering the concerns set forth by the public as were made at the meeting, council member Wilson made a motion to table the rezoning request until the next regular council meeting.  Motion failed for lack of a second.

	Council member Hughes then made a motion to approve Northdale Oil, Inc.’s rezoning request from the current zoning to Industrial.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.   

	There being no further discussion, Chairperson Sporbert called for a roll call vote:  3 yes; 0 no; 0 absent.  Motion passed. 

	Council member Wilson made a motion to adjourn.  Motion was seconded by Council member Hughes.  Motion passed. 
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
