	The regular meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held September 8, 2020 at 7:08 PM.  Council Members Hughes, Fretheim, Bergeron, City Auditor, City Administrator, City Engineer, COP, Public Works and Plant Services were present.  Mayor Larimer was absent.
	
Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the minutes from the August 3, 2020 Regular Meeting.  Council member Bergeron seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the Financial Reports. Council member Bergeron seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council member Fretheim motioned to approve the payment of bills totaling $44,997.98.  Council member Bergeron seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Council President Hughes called the meeting to order at 7:08 PM. Council President Hughes turned the floor over to City Engineer Melissa Knutson.  City Engineer Knutson reported that the final utility easement information with regard to the request from Jim and Barb Jacobs to install a fence on their property located at 324 Pacific Ave. was received the morning of 9/8/2020.  Having received that information, the City Attorney will move forward with drafting the indemnification agreement.  Per council discussion, the document will provide that while the city is not requiring a certain material be used for the proposed fence, all installation and maintenance will be the responsibility of the property owner.  The document will also indicate that should the existing building ever be demolished; the easement would cease to exist.  The signed agreement will be recorded at the Grand Forks County Recorder’s office at the property owner’s expense.  Once the document comes through, the city engineer and public works will mark off where the fence can be built, and they will be good to go.

Council member Fretheim reported the city had been contacted by ArchiveSocial.  They provide social media archival services.  Based on their package size and cost, they are not a good fit for the city at this time.  However, it is something that the city might consider in the future.
Council member Bergeron motioned to approve the second reading of Resolution 13.0301 Prohibited Dogs and Cats, as is on file in the Auditor’s office.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
The Police Monthly Report was presented.  There was no discussion.
