
CITY OF THOMPSON
SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING
September 10, 2015



	The special meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held September 10, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Hippen and Council Members Berthold, Parton, Sporbert and Wilson were present. City Administrator, City Auditor and Public Works, Plant Services Technician and Police Officer Osvold were all present.  Also present was Glenn Chiodo and Mark Krowlik from FJJ Solutions.

	Glenn Chiodo and Mark Krowlik representing FJJ Solutions gave a presentational survey discussion about the Thompson Public School.  Asking the Mayor, City Council and everyone present to answer specific questions towards the survey they were conducting.

	The administrator presented the preliminary budget for 2016.  Various line items were discussed.

	Council member Wilson motioned that for the 2015 year, the building inspector will be paid a total of $1750.00.  This fee is to be paid and handled the same as a bonus.  Going forward, the building inspector position will be rolled into the Maintenance Director salary rather than be a separate contractor fee.  Council member Berthold seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

It was decided to use $25,000 of reserves to pay down the cost of purchasing a police vehicle and required accessories.  The remaining balance will be financed.  Annual payments expected to be approximately $6500.00.

Council member Berthold made a motion to approve the preliminary budget with the mentioned changes.  Council member Parton seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Council member Sporbert motion to adjourn.  Council member Wilson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
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
