	The special meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held August 28, 2019 at 7:00 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members Fretheim, Larimer, Hughes, City Administrator, City Administrator, Public Works were present.  Council member Majkrzak was absent.

	The next regular city council meeting will be held Tuesday, September 3, 2019 
at 7:00 PM.

Requests should be made seven (7) days prior to meeting.”

	The current Thompson Days Committee, represented by Sara Munson, Bridget Pearson and Delayne Wojciechowski, informed the council that they are beginning the process of establishing a 501C3 status.  It was requested that the city continue to provide administrative support until that status is complete.  At that time, the Thompson Days checking account currently held under the city would be closed, and the funds turned over to the Thompson Days entity.  Council member Hughes motioned to approve the request.  Council member Larimer seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

	Mayor Sporbert explained that through the RFP and interview process, CPS was selected for appointment as City Engineer.  Council member Larimer motioned to approve the appointment.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

	Sheila Swenson was present to get clarification, and potential alternatives to current zoning ordinances.  Melissa Knutson of CPS asked the council if their desire is to allow the rebuilding of current residential properties, in commercial districts, under any circumstance, or just under certain circumstances?  Her recommendation is coinciding with Grand Forks County regulations, which sets a percentage of damage parameter prior to requiring the property owner to complete the Conditionally Permitted Uses process.  The City Administrator will work with the City Attorney and City Engineer to coordinate a viable solution for the city as a whole.  Findings and resolutions will be provided to the council at the September 3, 2019 meeting.

	Gary Welsh indicated that he has an interested party hoping to build a home in the city’s ET zone.  It was determined that a site plan, as well as a Building Permit Application would need to be submitted for council review.
	Council member Larimer motioned to adjourn.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
