Council member Fretheim motioned to purchase the vehicle, financing 50% of the cost, with the option of full pay-off by year-end if feasible.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  Roll call vote: Fretheim - Aye, Hughes - Aye, Larimer -Aye.  Motion carried.

Mayor Sporbert clarified that the vehicle will have proper City of Thompson signage.
