Also in attendance was Nick West, GF County, Jon Lowry, Lowry Engineering, and Nick Pribula, Pribula Engineering.  City Auditor, COP, and Plant Services were absent.

	Mayor Sporbert called the meeting to order to further discuss the Johnson’s Second Subdivision.  The goal of the meeting was to confirm that all parties involved understood the nature of the potential project.  Mayor Sporbert indicated that the city needs to remain in the communication process.

[bookmark: _GoBack]	Engineer Lowry explained that Mr. Johnson’s interested in replatting two large lots east of the existing trees.  Mayor Sporbert indicated his first concern is regarding the road that would access those lots.  Engineer Lowry was instructed to find out exactly who owns the road, and determine if they are willing to either donate it, or sell it in order to make it a public right-of-way.  The second concern is that in order for the city to logically grow, individual large lot subdivisions are not ideal.  Mayor Sporbert asked Engineer Lowry to bring back a detailed plan of what they are now asking for, and to get the appropriate testing done to ensure septic systems will work with the proposed lot sizes.  All information will be reviewed by the city engineer.

	Council member Fretheim motioned to adjourn.  Council member Majkrzak seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
