	The special meeting of the City Council, City of Thompson, and County of Grand Forks, ND was held October 23, 2019 at 6:00 PM.  Mayor Sporbert, Council members Hughes, Fretheim, Larimer (via telephone), City Administrator, City Auditor, and Public Works were present.  Council member Majkrzak, Plant Services and COP were absent.

	Mayor Sporbert asked those in attendance to introduce themselves.  Individuals present were City Engineer Melissa Knutson, Ilene Lee, Terry Block, Jon Lowry of Lowry Engineering, Stacy Schumacher, Gary Welsh, and Mike Welsh of Garon Construction.

[bookmark: _GoBack]	Mayor Sporbert turned the meeting over to Engineer Knutson.  Engineer Knutson indicated that she has received a number of submittals regarding Johnson’s 2nd Addition, the last of which was the afternoon of October 23, 2019.  She did not have sufficient time to review all the documents prior to the meeting.  If the currently submitted documents are adhered to, she will review, and provide comments by Monday, October 28, 2019.  If there is a change, then she will need additional time to review.  The intent is for the city to move forward with the one lot development.  The top concerns of the city remain the same; establishment of the lot, and legal access to future and existing lots.  There was discussion that a Nodak easement takes up 50 feet of the proposed lot.  Engineer Lowry stated that that would be vacated in the near future.  Council member Hughes motioned to conditionally approve a preliminary building permit based on the stipulation that everything is met to the City Engineer’s satisfaction. At that time, Stacy Schumacher of Garon Construction indicated that they had a complete building permit application for submittal. Motion died for lack of a second, and the building permit application was not submitted.  Upon further discussion, multiple questions arose that will require consultation with the City Attorney.  They are to include, but are not limited to: 1) Is legal access for the Omlid property required?  2) Can the city issue a building permit for dirt work, and no construction?  3)  Can the city give contingent building permit approval without indication of future utility access?  Once all questions are answered, the necessary documents to include the subdivision application and the building permit application have been submitted, reviewed by both the City Engineer and the City Attorney, and required application fees have been paid, all will be presented to the council for final approval.  

	Council member Larimer motioned to adjourn.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
