[bookmark: _Hlk516736293]Council member Hughes motioned to rescind the motion from the June 4th meeting which was stated: Council member Hughes motioned to approve the preliminary plat of Rosencrans’s Second Resubdivision subject to the condition of only allowing 2 lots.  Council member Fretheim seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.

Pat Krug, CPS Engineer – presented a couple of options for what Celia Rosencrans’s and Will Kusler are requesting.
Engineer Pribula indicated he would support option B or C.  Copies of which are on file in the Auditor’s Office.  
Council member Wilson motioned to approve Option C, as Rosencrans’s Second Resubdivision preliminary plat with the restrictions that:
1.	No residential housing shall be built on lot B.  Accessory buildings are permissible.  
2.	Lot B must be owned by a person/persons owning an adjacent lot that touches it, and has street access.
Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
Engineer Pribula indicated Celia Rosencrans’s next steps are to wait for the final plat approval at the public hearing on July 2nd, and work with an engineer to obtain the necessary documentation required by FEMA.  City Engineer Pribula will work with FEMA to ensure the flood plain is not compromised.
Council member Larimer motioned to adjourn.  Council member Hughes seconded the motion.  All said aye.  The motion carried.
